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Status report on The MoU between Tezpur University (TU) and Indian Institute of Tropical 
Meteorology- Pune (IITM-Pune) 

Tezpur university and IITM Pune signed an MoU in 2013 to setup an air quality and climate parameters 
monitoring station at TU and establish a research network (MAPAN) between two institutions. The Mou 
was renewed in the 2020. 

The following were the main responsibilities of the two institutes: 

• IITN Pune shall set up an AQ and climate monitoring stations at TU and all the equipment, 
setting up and operation will be taken care by IITM. 

• TU will provide physical space, electricity, and other logistics. 
• Both IITM and TU will share the data and conduct research on air quality monitoring and 

climate. 
• Publish research findings 
• Help doctoral and PG students with data and technical support in analysis. 

The following are some highlighted accomplishments out of the MoU: 

• Monitoring station was set up with sophisticated analyzers 
• Two PhD awarded at TU: Dr. Pranamika Bhuyan and Dr. Nivedita Barman) 
• One PhD submitted at TU (Viva Voce awaited) Mr. Jayanta Bora 
• One PhD due for submission in Dec 2021 at TU - Ms. Warisha Rahman 
• One PhD at early stage at TU - Ms. Barnali Kaushik 
• Two MSc dissertations completed at TU 

• Publications have come in international journals of repute from both TU and IITM. 
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
